Use Reading Strategies--NOT just on the ELA tests

Read the question and all answer choices before marking anything.

Find keywords or phrases in the question that will help
you choose the correct answer.

These are absolute words, which typically mean that these answers are
wrong: all, always, never, none, must, every, entirely, best, worst, only,
everyone |

These are general words, which typically mean that these answers may
be right: some, sometimes, generally, usually, frequently, probably, few,
often, seldom

Be sure you are responding to the question that is being asked.

If the test requires you to read passages and then answer questions
about what you read, read the questions first.

When there are several questions about a reading passage or chart,
look for clues in other questions that will help you with those items
about which you are unsure.

For questions about stories:

a. Answers about where and when the story takes place are found at
the peginning.

b. Answers about a problem of the story are usually found in the
middle.

c. Answers about how the problem was resolved are usually found at
the end.

Use Math Strategies

When using scratch paper on a math test,

double check to make sure that you have
written down the problem correctly from

the test!

Line up place value correctly on your

scratch paper (thousands, hundreds, tens,

ones) or the answer will be incorrect.

If your answer does not match one of the choices, reread the problem,
recopy the numbers, and try solving it again.

ESTIMATING is an approximate answer obtained by rounding the numbers
BEFORE you add, subtract, multiply, or divide. Always askz yourself: “Is the
answer reasonable?”

Read all the titles, labels, and other given information

Check the units of measurement

Look for a pattern, trend, or comparison in the gkaph or table

Know How to Handle Stress & Nerves

e Approach the exam with confidence: Use whatever strategies you can to
personalize success: visualization, logic, positive self-talk (You Got This! You Are Husky
Strong!)

e Be prepared! Pay attention in class--the weeks leading up to the tests are rich in
OST preparation strategies.

e Allow yourself plenty of time: Get a goods night sleep, eat a healthy breakfast
and get to your testing location early!

e Strive for a relaxed state of concentration: Avoid speaking with any fellow
students who have not prepared, who express negativity, or who will distract your

preparation
During the test:

e Read the directions carefully e If you go blank, skip the question
e Budget your test taking time and goon
(pace yourself) e Ifyou can eliminate two wrong
e Change positions to help you relax answers, your chance of choosing
e Answer the easiest questions first, the right answer is greater.
but be sure to go back to those e Don't panic when students begin
guestions you skipped. finishing their test. There's no

reward for finishing first!

If you find yourself tensing and getting anxious during the test
Relax; you are in control.
Take slow, deep breaths
Don't think about the fear
Pause: think about the next step and keep on task, step by step
Use positive reinfdrcement for yourself:
Acknhowledge that you have done, and are doing, your best
Expect some anxiety
